All boats must meet U.S. Coast Guard and
state regulations. All boats must have an emergency kill switch. All boats must have an aerated
livewell large enough to sustain a tournament limit in releasable condition. Extra gas tanks must
be secured and must meet U.S. Coast Guard specifications.
