Lane’s Elite Series win is the second of the year for Team Skeeter. Mark Menendez won the
Diamond Drive on Lake Dardanelle in March. Skeeter now has seven anglers in the top 25 of the
AQY standings, while Skeeter's Matt Herren and Greg Vinson are 1% and 2", respectively in the

Rookie of the Year race.
